Section-by-Section Analysis 
 
 Section 1214 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year (FY) 2017 
extended the deadline to apply for the Afghan Special Immigrant Visa (SIV) program until 
December 31, 2020, but it did not provide sufficient visa numbers to issue visas to those 
qualified applicants already in the program.  There are currently more than 14,000 Afghan 
principal applicants at some stage of the SIV application process.  This proposal does not purport 
to resolve this problem permanently, but rather puts forward the number of visas required to 
ensure that the program continues to operate efficiently by permitting SIV interviews and 
issuances to continue through the end of FY 2018.  Without additional visa numbers, all 
allocated visas are likely to be exhausted and all visa issuances for principal applicants will stop 
in October 2017.  A cessation of SIV issuances is likely to cause panic among those Afghans 
currently assisting us, often at great personal risk, and could significantly affect the U.S. 
government’s operations in Afghanistan.  
 
Changes to Existing Law:  This proposal would make the following change to subparagraph (F) 
of section 602(b)(3) of the Afghan Allies Protection Act of 2009 (8 U.S.C. 1101 note):

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[Please note: The “Changes to Existing Law” section below sets out in red-line format how 
the legislative text would amend existing law.] 
 


Section-by-Section Analysis 
 


 This proposal would modify 10 U.S.C. §1408(a)(4) to allow the Department of Defense 
to correctly implement Section 641of the Fiscal Year 2017 (FY17) National Defense 
Authorization Act (NDAA) (Public Law (P.L.) 114-328).  As amended in P.L. 114-328, the 
FY17 amendments to Section 1408(a)(4) were intended to alter the manner in which courts 
consider military retired pay as disposable income in division of property awards by creating a 
new definition of “disposable pay.”  As amended, there are several significant concerns that the 
legislation will not have the intended effect.   
 
 The intent of Section 641 of P.L. 114-328 was to modify the division of military retired 
pay in a divorce decree to the amount the member would be entitled based upon the pay grade 
and years of service of the member at the time of the divorce.  Previously, a spouse who was 
married to the military member for greater than 10 years, but who was divorced from the 
member prior to retirement, would still be entitled to a division of the full retired pay calculated 
at the time of the member’s ultimate retirement.  The change to 10 U.S.C. §1408(a)(4) was 
intended to require courts to calculate the division based on what the member’s retired pay 
would have been at the time of the divorce, computed by determining the applicable “retired pay 
base” under 10 U.S.C. §1406 or §1407 and multiplying it by the appropriate retired pay 
multiplier under 10 U.S.C. §1409. 
 
 Section 641 of P.L. 114-318 defined total monthly retired pay for purposes of calculating 
disposable retired pay as “the amount of basic pay payable to the member for the member’s pay 
grade and years of service at the time of the court order…”  As written, this could be interpreted 
to mean that the amount of disposable pay to be awarded to the former spouse is a percentage of 
the military member’s actual basic pay at the time of the court order, as opposed to what the 
member’s retired pay would have been if it were calculated at the time of the court order.   
 


For example, an E-6 with 12 years of service is entitled to $3,688.20 in monthly basic 
pay, though this is not the amount that would be used to determine the percentage a former 
spouse would receive in a divorce settlement.  Rather, that same E-6 would have a retired pay 
base of approximately $3487.20 (based on the average of the highest 36 months of basic pay to 
that point) and a retired pay multiplier of 30% (12 years x 2.5% per year).  This would result in 
approximately $1046.16 in monthly retired pay.  The settlement must be based on the notional 
retired pay of the member at the point of the divorce, rather than the basic pay payable to the 
member at the time of the divorce.  A former spouse awarded a 50% division of property in this 
example should be entitled to $523.08 per month.  As written, though, Section 641 of P.L. 114-
328 could be read to allow the spouse an award of 50% of the member’s basic pay, which would 
be $1,844.10 per month – more than the member would even receive in retirement. 
 


Additionally, use of the phrase “at the time of the court order” in subparagraph (B)(i) can 
be interpreted as several different dates, each resulting in a different calculation.  The definition 
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of “court order” in 10 U.S.C. § 1408(a)(2) includes the following:  “final decree of divorce, 
dissolution, annulment, or legal separation issued by a court, or court ordered, ratified, or 
approved property settlement incident to such a decree…”  Because the court order may be made 
prior to, at the time of the divorce decree, or after the divorce decree, the statute is ambiguous 
about which date is proper when computing the member’s pay grade and years of service.  
Further, court orders can be amended in a division of property many years after the actual 
divorce.  Replacing “at the time of the court order” with “on the date of divorce decree, 
dissolution, annulment or legal separation” would remedy this uncertainty.  
 
Budget Implications:  This proposal is a technical correction to the existing statute to ensure it 
is implemented as intended by Congress.  It has no impact on the Department’s budget.

Section-by-Section Analysis 


 
 This proposal would amend five sections of title XVII the National Defense 
Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 (Public Law 111-84; 123 Stat. 2567), 
which authorized the Department of Defense (DoD)-Department of Veterans (VA) Affairs 
Medical Facility Demonstration Project in North Chicago and Great Lakes, Illinois. The purpose 
of this proposal is to authorize the continuation of this demonstration project, with some 
appropriate clarifications of authority.  A comprehensive assessment of the demonstration project 
concluded that continued joint operation of a medical center in the North Chicago-Great Lakes 
area serves the needs of both departments and continues to provide a valuable demonstration of 
VA-DoD medical system collaboration. 
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In section 1701, this proposal would amend the demonstration project authority to permit 


revisions to the original executive agreement that are appropriate for continuing joint VA-DoD 
operation of the James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center. 


 
In section 1702, this proposal would make a conforming amendment that clarifies the 


meaning of the word “facility” in section 1702.  
 
In section 1703, this proposal would replace two instances of the use of the word 


“facility” with “James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center”. 
 
In section 1704, this proposal would amend the term of the life of the Joint Medical 


Facility Demonstration Fund, from September 30, 2018, to September 30, 2023.  Continued use 
of the joint fund is essential to the program.  The proposal would also replace three instances of 
the use of the word “facility” with “James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center”. 
 


In section 1705, this proposal would replace five instances of the use of the word 
“facility” with “James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center” or “JALFHCC” to mirror language 
in section 1413 of the FY 2015 NDAA.  This amendment clarifies applicability of the term 
“facility” in this section.  In the FY 2010 NDAA the word “facility” is defined in section 
1702(a)(1) as limited to DoD assets.  Access to care under section 1705 should be for the entire 
joint facility.  Another proposed amendment to section 1705 would allow the JALFHCC to enter 
into personal services contracts (under 10 U.S.C. 1091) with health care providers to the same 
extent that DoD medical facilities have been doing successfully for many years.    
 
Budget Implications:  The resources reflected in the table below are funded within the FY 2018 
President's Budget.  The proposal to modify the language in the eligibility section has no 
budgetary impact as this change would only reflect current practice in waiving TRICARE cost 
shares for DoD beneficiaries seen in facilities of the Uniformed Services and also aligns FY 
2010 NDAA language with language in other legislation.

may execute a signed executive agreement pursuant to section 706 of the Duncan Hunter 
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Public Law 110-417; 122 Stat. 455) 
for the joint use by the Department of Defense and the Department of Veterans Affairs of the 
following: 


(1) A new Navy ambulatory care center (on which construction commenced in 
July 2008), parking structure, and supporting structures and facilities in North Chicago, 
Illinois, and Great Lakes, Illinois. 


(2) Medical personal property and equipment relating to the center, structures, and 
facilities described in paragraph (1). 
(b) DEADLINE FOR ENTRY INTO AGREEMENT.--The executive agreement authorized by 


subsection (a) shall be entered into, if at all, by not later than 180 days after the date of the 
enactment of this Act. 


(cb) SCOPE.--The executive agreement under subsection (a) shall-- 
(1) be a binding operational agreement on matters under the areas specified in 


section 706 of the Duncan Hunter National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 
2009; and 


(2) contain additional terms and conditions as required by the provisions of this 
title. 
(dc) REPORTS.-- 


(1) NOTICE OF AGREEMENT.--Not later than seven days before executing an 
executive agreement under subsection (a), the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of 
Veterans Affairs shall jointly submit to the appropriate committees of Congress a report 
setting forth a copy of the proposed executive agreement. 


(2) FINAL REPORT.--Not later than 180 days after the fifth anniversary of the date 
of the execution of the executive agreement under subsection (a), the Secretary of 
Defense and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall jointly submit to the appropriate 
committees of Congress a report on the exercise of the authorities in this title at the 
facility (as defined in section 1702(a)(1)). The report shall include the following: 
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(A) A comprehensive description and assessment of the exercise of the 
authorities in this title. 


(B) The recommendation of the Secretaries as to whether the exercise of 
the authorities in this title should continue. 
(3) REPORT ON ADDITIONAL LOCATIONS FOR SIMILAR AGREEMENTS.--Not later than 


90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense and the 
Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall jointly submit to the appropriate committees of 
Congress a report setting forth such recommendations as the Secretaries jointly consider 
appropriate for additional locations, if any, at which executive agreements like the 
executive agreement under subsection (a) would be advisable. 
(ed) COMPTROLLER GENERAL REVIEWS.-- 


(1) IN GENERAL.-- Not later than one year after the execution of an executive 
agreement under subsection (a), and annually thereafter, the Comptroller General shall 
conduct a review and assessment of the following: 


(A) The progress made in implementing the agreement. 
(B) The effects of the agreement on the provision of care and operation of 


the facility (as so defined). 
(2) REPORTS.-- Not later than 90 days after the commencement of each review and 


assessment conducted under paragraph (1), the Comptroller General shall submit to the 
appropriate committees of Congress a report on such review and assessment. Each report 
shall set forth the following:

(a) TRANSFER OF FUNCTIONS.—The Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of the 
Navy may transfer to the Secretary of Veterans Affairs functions necessary for the effective 

The Secretary of 
Veterans Affairs may accept any functions so transferred. 


(b) TERMS.— 
(1) EXECUTIVE AGREEMENT.—Any transfer of functions under subsection (a) shall 


The functions 
to be so transferred shall be identified utilizing the provisions of section 3503 of title 5, 
United States Code. 
 (2) ELEMENTS.—In providing for the transfer of functions under subsection (a), 
the executive agreement under section 1701 shall provide for the following: 


 (A) The transfer of civilian employee positions of the Department of 
Defense identified in the executive agreement to the Department of Veterans 
Affairs, and of the incumbent civilian employees in such positions, and the 
transition of the employees so transferred to the pay, benefits, and personnel 
systems that apply to employees of the Department of Veterans Affairs (to the 
extent that different systems apply). 
 (B) The transition of employees so transferred to the pay systems of the 
Department of Veterans Affairs in a manner which will not result in any reduction 
in an employee’s regular rate of compensation (including basic pay, locality pay, 
any physician comparability allowance, and any other fixed and recurring pay 
supplement) at the time of transition. 
 (C) The continuation after transfer of the same employment status for 
employees so transferred who have already successfully completed or are in the 
process of completing a one-year probationary period under title 5, United States 
Code, notwithstanding the provisions of section 7403(b)(1) of title 38, United 
States Code. 
 (D) The extension of collective bargaining rights under title 5, United 
States Code, to employees so transferred in positions listed in subsection 7421(b) 
of title 38, United States Code, notwithstanding the provisions of section 7422 of 
title 38, United States Code, for a two-year period beginning on the effective date 
of the executive agreement. 
 (E) At the end of the two-year period beginning on the effective date of 
the executive agreement, for the following actions by the Secretary of Veterans 
Affairs with respect to the extension of collective bargaining rights under 
subparagraph (D): 


 (i) Consideration of the impact of the extension of such rights. 
 (ii) Consultation with exclusive employee representatives of the 
transferred employees about such impact. 
 (iii) Determination, after consultation with the Secretary of 
Defense and the Secretary of the Navy, whether the extension of such 
rights should be terminated, modified, or kept in effect. 
 (iv) Submittal to Congress of a notice regarding the determination 
made under clause (iii). 


 (F) The recognition after transfer of each transferred physician’s and 
dentist’s total number of years of service as a physician or dentist in the 
Department of Defense for purposes of calculating such employee’s rate of base 
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pay, notwithstanding the provisions of section 7431(b)(3) of title 38, United 
States Code. 
 (G) The preservation of the seniority of the employees so transferred for 
all pay purposes. 


 (c) RETENTION OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE EMPLOYMENT AUTHORITY.—
Notwithstanding subsections (a) and (b), the Department of Defense may employ civilian 
personnel at the facility the James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center if the Secretary of the 
Navy, or a designee of the Secretary, determines it is necessary and appropriate to meet mission 
requirements of the Department of the Navy. 
  
SEC. 1704 JOINT FUNDING AUTHORITY. 


 (a) JOINT MEDICAL FACILITY DEMONSTRATION FUND.-- 
(1) ESTABLISHMENT.--There is established on the books of the Treasury under the 


Department of Veterans Affairs a fund to be known as the `Joint Department of Defense-
Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Facility Demonstration Fund' (in this section 
referred to as the `Fund'). 


(2) ELEMENTS.--The Fund shall consist of the following: 
(A) Amounts transferred to the Fund by the Secretary of Defense, in 


consultation with the Secretary of the Navy, from amounts authorized and 
appropriated for the Department of Defense specifically for that purpose. 


(B) Amounts transferred to the Fund by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs 
from amounts authorized and appropriated for the Department of Veterans Affairs 
specifically for that purpose. 


(C) Amounts transferred to the Fund from medical care collections under 
paragraph (4). 
(3) DETERMINATION OF AMOUNTS TRANSFERRED GENERALLY.--The amount 


transferred to the Fund by each of the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Veterans 
Affairs under subparagraphs (A) and (B), as applicable, of paragraph (2) each fiscal year 
shall be such amount, as determined by a methodology jointly established by the 
Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs for purposes of this 
subsection, that reflects the mission-specific activities, workload, and costs of provision 
of health care at the facility the James A. Lovell Federal Health Care Center of the 
Department of Defense and the Department of Veterans Affairs, respectively. 


(4) TRANSFERS FROM MEDICAL CARE COLLECTIONS.-- 
(A) IN GENERAL.--Amounts collected under the authorities specified in 


subparagraph (B) for health care provided at the facility the James A. Lovell 
Federal Health Care Center may be transferred to the Fund under paragraph 
(2)(C). 


(B) AUTHORITIES.--The authorities specified in this subparagraph are the 
following: 


(i) Section 1095 of title 10, United States Code. 
(ii) Section 1729 of title 38, United States Code. 
(iii) Public Law 87-693, popularly known as the `Federal Medical 


Care Recovery Act' (42 U.S.C. 2651 et seq.). 
(5) ADMINISTRATION.--The Fund shall be administered in accordance with such 


provisions of the executive agreement under section 1701 as the Secretary of Defense and 
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the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall jointly include in the executive agreement. Such 
provisions shall provide for an independent review of the methodology established under 
paragraph (3). 
(b) AVAILABILITY.-- 


(1) IN GENERAL.--Funds transferred to the Fund under subsection (a) shall be 
available to fund the operations of the facility the James A. Lovell Federal Health Care 
Center, including capital equipment, real property maintenance, and minor construction 
projects that are not required to be specifically authorized by law under section 2805 of 
title 10, United States Code, or section 8104 of title 38, United States Code. 


(2) LIMITATION.--The availability of funds transferred to the Fund under 
subsection (a)(2)(C) shall be subject to the provisions of section 1729A of title 38, United 
States Code. 


(3) PERIOD OF AVAILABILITY.-- 
(A) IN GENERAL.--Except as provided in subparagraph (B), funds 


transferred to the Fund under subsection (a) shall be available under paragraph (1) 
for one fiscal year after transfer. 


(B) EXCEPTION.--Of an amount transferred to the Fund under subsection 
(a), an amount not to exceed two percent of such amount shall be available under 
paragraph (1) for two fiscal years after transfer. 


(c) FINANCIAL RECONCILIATION.--The executive agreement under section 1701 shall 
provide for the development and implementation of an integrated financial reconciliation process 
that meets the fiscal reconciliation requirements of the Department of Defense, the Department 
of the Navy, and the Department of Veterans Affairs. The process shall permit each of the 
Department of Defense, the Department of Navy, and the Department of Veterans Affairs to 
identify their fiscal contributions to the Fund, taking into consideration accounting, workload, 
and financial management differences. 


(d) ANNUAL REPORT.--The Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Secretary of the 
Navy, and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall jointly provide for an annual independent 
review of the Fund for at least three years after the date of the enactment of this Act. Such review 
shall include detailed statements of the uses of amounts of the Fund and an evaluation of the 
adequacy of the proportional share contributed to the Fund by each of the Secretary of Defense 
and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs. 


(e) TERMINATION.--The authorities in this section shall terminate on September 30, 
2018September 30, 2023. 


 
SEC. 1705. ELIGIBILITY OF MEMBERS OF THE UNIFORMED SERVICES FOR  
                          CARE AND SERVICES. 
    (a) IN GENERAL.--For purposes of eligibility for health care under chapter 55 of title 10, 
United States Code, the facility the James A Lovell Federal Health Care Center (hereafter in 
this section referred to as the “JALFHCC”) may be treated as a facility of the uniformed 
services to the extent provided in the executive agreement under section 1701. 
     (b) PRIORITY OF TREATMENT.--The executive agreement under section 1701 shall provide 
an integrated priority list for access to health care at the facility the JALFHCC, which list shall-- 
             (1) integrate the respective health care priority lists of the Secretary of Defense 


and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, giving first priority of care to members of the 
Armed Forces on active duty; and 
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             (2) take into account categories of beneficiaries, enrollment program status, and 
such other matters as the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs         
jointly consider appropriate. 


     (c) ADDITIONAL ELEMENTS.--The executive agreement under section 1701 may include 
provisions as follows: 
             (1) To incorporate any resource-related limitations for access to health care at the 


facility the JALFHCC that the Secretary of Defense may establish for purposes of 
administering space-available eligibility for care in facilities of the uniformed         
services under chapter 55 of title 10, United States Code. 


             (2) To waive the applicability to the facility the JALFHCC of any provision of 
section 8111(e) of title 38, United States Code, that the Secretary of Defense and the 
Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall jointly specify. 


(3) To allocate financial responsibility for care provided at the facility the 
JALFHCC for individuals who are eligible for care under both chapter 55 of title 10, 
United States Code, and title 38, United States Code. 


(4) To permit the JALFHCC to enter into personal services contracts to carry 
out health care responsibilities in the JALFHCC to the same extent and subject to the 
same conditions and limitations as apply under section 1091 of title 10, United States 
Code, to the Secretary of Defense in relation to health care responsibilities in medical 
treatment facilities of the Department of Defense. 
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SEC. ___. AUTHORITY OF THE SECRETARY OF THE AIR FORCE TO ACCEPT 1 


LESSEE IMPROVEMENTS AT AIR FORCE PLANT 42. 2 


 (a) ACCEPTANCE OF LESSEE IMPROVEMENTS AT AIR FORCE PLANT 42, AN AIR FORCE 3 


INDUSTRIAL FACILITY.—A lease of Air Force Plant 42, in whole or part, may permit the lessee, 4 


with the approval of the Secretary of the Air Force, to alter, expand, or otherwise improve the 5 


plant or facility as necessary for the development or production of military weapons systems, 6 


munitions, components, or supplies. Such lease may provide, notwithstanding section 2802 of 7 


title 10, United States Code, that such alteration, expansion or other improvement shall, upon 8 


completion, become the property of the Federal Government, regardless of whether such 9 


alteration, expansion, or other improvement constitutes all or part of the consideration for the 10 


lease pursuant to section 2667(b)(5) of such title or represents a reimbursable cost allocable to 11 


any contract, cooperative agreement, grant, or other instrument with respect to activity 12 


undertaken at Air Force Plant 42.   13 


 (b) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.—When a decision is made to approve a project to 14 


which subsection (a) applies costing more than the threshold specified under section 2805(c) of 15 


such title, the Secretary of the Air Force shall notify in writing the congressional defense 16 


committees of that decision, of the justification for the project, and of the estimated cost of the 17 


project. The project may then be carried out only after the end of the 21-day period beginning on 18 


the date the notification is received by the congressional defense committees or, if earlier, the 19 


end of the 14-day period beginning on the date on which a copy of the notification is provided in 20 


an electronic medium pursuant to section 480 of such title. 21 


 
Section-by-Section Analysis 
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 This proposal would authorize the Department of the Air Force to permit the lessee of all 
or part of Air Force Plant 42, with the approval of the Secretary of the Air Force, to alter, expand, 
or otherwise improve such plant or facility as necessary for the production of military weapons 
systems, munitions, components, or supplies, and for the Department to take ownership of such 
alteration, expansion, or other improvement upon completion without treating such alteration, 
expansion, or other improvement as all or part of the consideration for the lease.  This change is 
necessary because acceptance by the Department of a lessee improvement, without treating such 
improvement as all or part of the lease consideration as authorized by 10 U.S.C. 2667(b)(5), 
constitutes a “military construction” project that, as specified in 10 U.S.C. 2802(a), must 
otherwise be authorized by law.  Efficient management of industrial facility leases requires the 
Department to be able to permit and take ownership of lessee improvements without necessarily 
treating such improvements as lease consideration and without seeking project-specific 
Congressional authorization.   
 
 This proposal would provide for congressional oversight of construction on the specified 
military installation through the stated notification process. 
 
Budget Implications:  This proposal would allow the lessee of all or part of Air Force Plant 42 to 
conduct Government-approved improvements to the facilities and then seek to recover the costs of 
a leasehold improvement otherwise allowable under the Government contracts being performed at 
the facility.  The numbers in the table below represents the expected depreciation Northrop 
Grumman will recover from the B-21 program out to 2021, the predominant program known to be 
doing lessee improvements in the near future.  The program element and appropriation may 
change as the program shifts to a production phase. 
 
The lessee would recover the project’s cost over a period of time as provided for in its approved 
accounting practices.  The lessee would consider the adjustments when developing forward 
pricing and rates.  These rates are, in turn, part of the consideration when the agency develops its 
input for the President’s budget.  This proposed method would supplement the existing direct 
funding method, untether the project from the budget planning and approval cycles, and increase 
program flexibility while continuing to provide needed oversight.

ACQUIRE ADDITIONAL MATERIALS FOR THE NATIONAL 2 


DEFENSE STOCKPILE. 3 


(a) DISPOSAL AUTHORITY.—Pursuant to section 5(b) of the Strategic and Critical 4 


Materials Stock Piling Act (50 U.S.C. 98d(b)), the National Defense Stockpile Manager 5 


may dispose of not more than 25 short tons of materials transferred from another department 6 


or agency of the United States to the National Defense Stockpile under section 4(b) of such 7 


Act (50 U.S.C. 98c(b)) that the National Defense Stockpile Manager determines is no longer 8 


required for the stockpile. 9 


 (b) ACQUISITION AUTHORITY.— 10 


(1) AUTHORITY.—Using funds available in the National Defense Stockpile 11 


Transaction Fund, the National Defense Stockpile Manager may acquire the 12 


following materials determined to be strategic and critical materials required to meet 13 


the defense, industrial, and essential civilian needs of the United States: 14 


(A) Electrolytic manganese metal. 15 


(B) Antimony. 16 


(2) AMOUNT OF AUTHORITY.—The National Defense Stockpile Manager may 17 


use up to $9,000,000 in the National Defense Stockpile Transaction Fund for 18 


acquisition of the materials specified paragraph (1). 19 


(3) FISCAL YEAR LIMITATION.—The authority under paragraph (1) is available 20 


for purchases during fiscal year 2018 through fiscal year 2027. 21 


 
Section-by-Section Analysis 


 
 This proposal would authorize acquisition and disposal of certain materials for/from the 
National Defense Stockpile (Stockpile) under the Strategic and Critical Materials Stock Piling 
Act (Act).   
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DISPOSAL 


 
Subsection (a) of this proposal would authorize the National Defense Stockpile Manager 


to dispose of specific quantities of materials that have been transferred to the National Defense 
Stockpile from other government agencies that are determined, based upon the analysis required 
by the Act, to be excess to requirements and no longer needed for the Stockpile.  This authority 
would allow the Department to start executing disposal of any excess strategic and critical 
materials brought into the National Defense Stockpile utilizing amendments to the Strategic and 
Critical Materials Stock Piling Act (Act) enacted by the National Defense Authorization Act for 
Fiscal Year 2017 (NDAA for FY2017).  Initial disposals are expected to generate receipts below 
$1M total per year, so budget impact is negligible.  


 
ACQUISITION 


 
Subsection (b) of this proposal would provide authority under section 5(a)(1) of the Act 


(50 U.S.C. 98d(a)(1)) to acquire strategic and critical materials for the Stockpile. 
 
The materials for which acquisition authority is requested have been identified as 


necessary to meet the military, industrial, and essential civilian needs of the United States 
through a rigorous analytical requirements determination processes and are identified in the 2015 
Biennial Report to the Congress on Stockpile Requirements (Report) and the 2017 Reports 
(draft). The Report is prepared pursuant to the Act, which applies a rigorous analytical process to 
identify strategic and critical materials required to sustain the United States during various 
military conflict scenarios developed by the Under Secretary of Defense for Policy. A discussion 
of the materials follows. 


 
Electrolytic Manganese Metal.  Electrolytic Manganese Metal (EMM) is used mainly in 
steel (especially stainless steel) and in aluminum alloys. In steel, EMM is added to 
provide deoxidization and desulphurization properties. In aluminum, EMM adds 
stiffness, strength, fatigue resistance, and corrosion resistance. As such, EMM makes its 
way into a plethora of products, including military applications.  For example, stainless 
steel, and aluminum containing essential amounts of EMM, are found in: surface ships, 
vessels and submarines for the Navy; Humvees, MRAPs and JLTVs; helicopter and jet 
components such as engine bearings, landing gear, and wing flap tracks, and; guided 
missiles and space vehicles. High performance alloys (HPAs) also contain EMM. Due to 
their corrosion resistance, temperature stability, and durability, HPAs are used in various 
DoD and civilian applications. Some examples involve aerospace (e.g. turbine blades and 
jet/rocket engines), submarines, nuclear reactors, and petrochemicals.  
 
Antimony. Antimony is used in DoD equipment including lead-acid batteries, antifriction 
alloys, small arms, cable sheathing, tracer ammunition, semiconductors, and flame 
resistant materials.  Antimony metal is vital to manufacturing most lead-acid batteries as 
well as a hardening agent for small arms ammunition.  Indium antimonide 
semiconductors are used in FLIR vision systems and infrared homing missiles.  
Antimony bromides are used in a variety of flame retardant products such as clothing, 
upholstery, plastics and sheathing.  
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Budgetary Implications:  The President’s budget request for 2018 includes $9 million in 
funding from the National Defense Stockpile (NDS) Transaction Fund for the acquisitions being 
proposed.  Budgeted costs of the Stockpile average $56 million per annum for fiscal years 2018 - 
2022. Disposal authorities approved in the NDAA for FY2017 provide sufficient financing to 
maintain NDS Transaction Fund solvency and fund the proposed acquisitions and all other NDS 
operations costs.

(a) APPROVAL OF AGREEMENT SUPPLEMENTAL TO COMPACT.—The Compact Review 3 


Agreement and appendices signed by the United States and the Republic of Palau on 4 


September 3, 2010, in connection with section 432 of the Compact of Free Association with 5 


Palau (48 U.S.C. 1931 note; Public Law 99-658), with the funding schedule therein to be 6 


modified by the parties to the Agreement as necessary and appropriate, are approved 7 


(hereinafter the “Agreement”). 8 


(b) STATUS OF PRIOR YEAR PAYMENTS.—Amounts provided to the Government of 9 


Palau by the Government of the United States in fiscal years 2010 through 2017 shall also 10 


be considered as funding to implement the Agreement.  11 


(c) EXTENSION OF EFFECTIVE DATE.—Section 105(f)(1)(B)(ix) of the Compact of 12 


Free Association Amendments Act of 2003 (48 U.S.C. 1921d(f)(1)(B)(ix)) is amended by 13 


striking “2009” and inserting “2024”. 14 


Section-by-Section Analysis 
 
 This proposal would provide the Congressional approval necessary to bring the 
September 2010 Compact Review Agreement (CRA) with Palau and its appendices into force, 
while authorizing and approving necessary modifications to the outdated funding schedule that 
was included in the 2010 Agreement.  It would clarify that the funding the Department of the 
Interior has provided Palau over the 2011 to 2017 period fulfills a portion of the U.S. financial 
commitments under the CRA.  Finally, the proposal would extend the statutory authority 
allowing the U.S. Government to provide certain grants to Palau specified in prior legislation.  
The passage of this legislation will, along with funding to implement the CRA, have a significant 
impact on our defense relationship with Palau, and will provide a measurable advantage in our 
strategic posture in the Western Pacific.   
 
 Under the 2010 CRA, the United States committed to provide a total of $215.75 million 
in assistance to Palau from 2011 through 2024, which, in addition to $13.25 million planned to 
be provided in fiscal year 2010 while negotiations were ongoing, amounts to $229 million. 
Although the CRA has had bipartisan support and the previous administration proposed 
legislation annually from 2011 through 2017 to fund U.S. commitments under the CRA and 
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bring it into force, Congress did not include the CRA legislation in any legislative vehicle.  
Instead, Congress provided limited annual authority and discretionary funding for Palau as a 
stop-gap measure, including $13.1 million in FY 2010, for a total of $105.1 million in FYs 2010 
– 2017.  These annual appropriations leave the United States with a remaining $123.9 million 
commitment to Palau (not including payments to the U.S. Postal Service for providing mail 
service to Palau).  The FY 2018 President’s Budget for the Department of Defense includes the 
$123.9 million request for the remaining funding commitment to Palau. 


 
Palau gained its independence and established diplomatic relations with the United States 


in 1994 with the entry into force of the United States-Palau Compact of Free Association, which 
affirmed each nation’s shared commitment to mutual security and Palau’s economic 
development, and provided the United States with responsibility for Palau’s defense as well as 
options to access defense sites in Palau for 50 years.   


 
As a sovereign and freely associated state in the western Pacific, Palau carries significant 


foreign policy and national security significance for the United States.  The Compact provides 
the United States military special access to Palau’s land, water, and air space along with the 
critical authority to deny the same access to military forces and personnel of other nations as 
appropriate.  This agreement gives the U.S. military critical access and influence in an 
increasingly contested region where China has constructed artificial islands, installations, and 
structures and militarized the South China Sea.   


  
The 1994 Compact does not have a termination date and the majority of its provisions 


remain in force.  The financial assistance provisions of the 1994 Compact, however, expired on 
September 30, 2009.  Therefore, this proposed statutory authority, along with related 
appropriations, would allow the U.S. Government to continue its targeted financial assistance to 
Palau so that Palau will have a path toward budgetary self-reliance. 


 
As required by the Compact, the United States and Palau conducted a review on the 15th 


anniversary of the Compact beginning in 2009 and subsequently signed the CRA in September 
2010.  This agreement contemplates $229 million in U.S. assistance to Palau through 2024, to 
enable Palau to transition to reliance on withdrawals from its trust fund from 2025 through 2044. 
  
Budget Implications:  DOD’s FY 2018 budget request includes $123.9 million to satisfy the 
outstanding commitment to Palau; this funding will be transferred to the Department of the 
Interior for implementation.

This proposal would make changes to TRICARE cost sharing relating to the TRICARE 
Pharmacy Benefits Program.  


   
This proposal would make revisions to the TRICARE pharmacy benefits program.  It 


would set per-prescription generally applicable copayments in 2018 through 2027, but would 
exempt from these copayments survivors of members who died while on active duty, and 
disability retirees and the dependents of disability retirees.  The copayment amounts would be as 
follows:

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After 2027, amounts would be adjusted based on changes in costs of pharmaceutical 


agents and prescription dispensing.  Retail prescriptions would continue to be for a supply of up 
to 30 days, and mail order prescriptions for a supply of up to 90 days.   


 
Budget Implications:  This section would reduce the requirements for the Military Health 
System’s Unified Medical Budget by $358 million in fiscal year (FY) 2018 and $2.1 billion for 
FY 2018 – FY 2022.  Specifically, the proposal would reduce Defense Health Program 
requirements by $16 million for FY 2018 and by $190 million for FY 2018 – FY 2022.  Funding 
requirements for the Military Departments’ Medicare-Eligible Retiree Health Care Fund 
(MERHCF) Contribution accounts would be reduced by $342 million in FY 2018 and by 
$1.9 billion for FY 2018 – FY 2022.  This proposal would result in mandatory savings of $59 
million in FY 2018 and $1.0 billion for FY 2018 – FY 2022.  The reduced discretionary 
contributions to the MERHCF would also result in reduced mandatory collections of the amounts 
listed above for the Department of Defense (DoD), which are non-scoreable costs; including the 
effects on the Coast Guard, the Public Health Service, and the National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration, these amounts increase to $367 million in FY 2018 and $2.2 billion 
for FY 2018 – FY 2022.  The DoD estimates these savings and costs based on revising pharmacy 
co-pays.  The pharmacy co-pay increases would be phased-in over a ten year period with 
increases thereafter tied to the cost of pharmaceutical agents and prescription dispensing.  
Estimates of the impacts of those revised cost shares include reductions in direct costs from the 
cost shares, reduced users and reduced utilization of health care services.

§ 1074g.  Pharmacy benefits program  


(a) PHARMACY BENEFITS.—(1) The Secretary of Defense, after consulting with the other 
administering Secretaries, shall establish an effective, efficient, integrated pharmacy benefits 
program under this chapter (hereinafter in this section referred to as the "pharmacy benefits 
program"). 


 (2)(A) The pharmacy benefits program shall include a uniform formulary of 
pharmaceutical agents, which shall assure the availability of pharmaceutical agents in the 
complete range of therapeutic classes. The selection for inclusion on the uniform formulary of 
particular pharmaceutical agents in each therapeutic class shall be based on the relative clinical 
and cost effectiveness of the agents in such class. 


(B) In considering the relative clinical effectiveness of agents under subparagraph (A), 
the Secretary shall presume inclusion in a therapeutic class of a pharmaceutical agent, unless the 
Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee established under subsection (b) finds that a 
pharmaceutical agent does not have a significant, clinically meaningful therapeutic advantage in 
terms of safety, effectiveness, or clinical outcome over the other drugs included on the uniform 
formulary. 


(C) In considering the relative cost effectiveness of agents under subparagraph (A), the 
Secretary shall rely on the evaluation by the Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee of the costs 
of agents in a therapeutic class in relation to the safety, effectiveness, and clinical outcomes of 
such agents. 


(D) The Secretary shall establish procedures for the selection of particular pharmaceutical 
agents for the uniform formulary. Such procedures shall be established so as best to accomplish, 
in the judgment of the Secretary, the objectives set forth in paragraph (1). Except as provided in 
subparagraph (F), no pharmaceutical agent may be excluded from the uniform formulary except 
upon the recommendation of the Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee. 


(E) Pharmaceutical agents included on the uniform formulary shall be available to 
eligible covered beneficiaries through— 


(i) facilities of the uniformed services, consistent with the scope of health care 
services offered in such facilities and additional determinations by the Pharmacy and 
Therapeutics Committee of the relative clinical and cost effectiveness of the agents; 
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(ii) retail pharmacies designated or eligible under the TRICARE program or the 
Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Services to provide 
pharmaceutical agents to covered beneficiaries; or 


(iii) the national mail-order pharmacy program. 
(F)(i) The Secretary may implement procedures to place selected over-the-counter drugs 


on the uniform formulary and to make such drugs available to eligible covered beneficiaries. An 
over-the-counter drug may be included on the uniform formulary only if the Pharmacy and 
Therapeutics Committee established under subsection (b) finds that the over-the-counter drug is 
cost effective and clinically effective. If the Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee recommends 
an over-the-counter drug for inclusion on the uniform formulary, the drug shall be considered to 
be in the same therapeutic class of pharmaceutical agents, as determined by the Committee, as 
similar prescription drugs. 


(ii) Regulations prescribed by the Secretary to carry out clause (i) shall include the 
following with respect to over-the-counter drugs included on the uniform formulary: 


(I) A determination of the means and conditions under paragraphs (5) and (6) 
through which over-the-counter drugs will be available to eligible covered beneficiaries 
and the amount of cost sharing that such beneficiaries will be required to pay for over-
the-counter drugs, if any, except that no such cost sharing may be required for a member 
of a uniformed service on active duty. 


(II) Any terms and conditions for the dispensing of over-the-counter drugs to 
eligible covered beneficiaries. 
(3) The pharmacy benefits program shall assure the availability of clinically appropriate 


pharmaceutical agents to members of the armed forces, including, where appropriate, agents not 
included on the uniform formulary described in paragraph (2). 


(4) The pharmacy benefits program may provide that prior authorization be required for 
certain pharmaceutical agents to assure that the use of such agents is clinically appropriate. 


(5) The pharmacy benefits program shall assure the availability to eligible covered 
beneficiaries of pharmaceutical agents not included on the uniform formulary. Such 
pharmaceutical agents shall be available through the national mail-order pharmacy program 
under terms and conditions that shall include cost-sharing by the eligible covered beneficiary as 
specified in paragraph (6). 


(6)(A) The Secretary, in the regulations prescribed under subsection (h), shall establish 
cost-sharing requirements under the pharmacy benefits program. In accordance with 
subparagraph (C), such cost-sharing requirements shall consist of the following: 


(i) With respect to each supply of a prescription covering not more than 30 days 
that is obtained by a covered beneficiary under the TRICARE retail pharmacy program- 


(I) in the case of generic agents, $8; 
(II) in the case of formulary agents, $20. 


(ii) With respect to each supply of a prescription covering not more than 90 days 
that is obtained by a covered beneficiary under the national mail-order pharmacy 
program- 


(I) in the case of generic agents, $0; 
(II) in the case of formulary agents, $16; and 
(III) in the case of nonformulary agents, $46. 


(B) For a medicare-eligible beneficiary, the cost-sharing requirements may not be in 
excess of the cost-sharing requirements applicable to all other beneficiaries covered by section 
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1086 of this title. For purposes of the preceding sentence, a medicare-eligible beneficiary is a 
beneficiary eligible for health benefits under section 1086 of this title pursuant to subsection 
(d)(2) of such section. 


(C)(i) Beginning October 1, 2013, the amount of any increase in a cost-sharing amount 
specified in subparagraph (A) in a year may not exceed the amount equal to the percentage of 
such cost-sharing amount at the time of such increase equal to the percentage by which retired 
pay is increased under section 1401a of this title in that year. 


(ii) If the amount of the increase otherwise provided for a year by clause (i) is less than 
$1, the increase shall not be made for such year, but shall be carried over to, and accumulated 
with, the amount of the increase for the subsequent year or years and made when the aggregate 
amount of increases carried over under this clause for a year is $1 or more. 


(iii) The provisions of this subparagraph shall not apply to any increase in cost-sharing 
amounts described in clause (i) that is made by the Secretary of Defense on or after October 1, 
2022. The Secretary may increase copayments, as considered appropriate by the Secretary, 
beginning on October 1, 2022. 


(6)(A) In the case of any of the calendar years 2017 through 2025 the cost sharing 
referred to in paragraph (5) shall be payment by an eligible covered beneficiary of amounts 
determined in accordance with the following table:

(B) For any year after 2027, the cost sharing referred to in paragraph (5) shall be 


payment by an eligible covered beneficiary of amounts equal to the cost-sharing amounts for 
the previous year, adjusted by an amount, if any, as determined by the Secretary to reflect 
changes in the costs of pharmaceutical agents and prescription dispensing, rounded to the 
nearest dollar.   


(C) Notwithstanding subparagraphs (A) and (B), the cost-sharing amounts referred to 
in paragraph (5) for any year after 2017 shall be the cost-sharing amounts, if any, under this 
section as of January 1, 2017, in the case of— 
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(i) a dependent of a member of the uniformed services who dies while on active 
duty; 


(ii) a member retired under chapter 61 of this title; or  
(iii) a dependent of a member described in clause (ii). 


(7) The Secretary shall establish procedures for eligible covered beneficiaries to receive 
pharmaceutical agents that are not included on the uniform formulary but that are considered to 
be clinically necessary. Such procedures shall include peer review procedures under which the 
Secretary may determine that there is a clinical justification for the use of a pharmaceutical agent 
that is not on the uniform formulary, in which case the pharmaceutical agent shall be provided 
under the same terms and conditions as an agent on the uniform formulary. Such procedures 
shall also include an expeditious appeals process for an eligible covered beneficiary, or a 
network or uniformed provider on behalf of the beneficiary, to establish clinical justification for 
the use of a pharmaceutical agent that is not on the uniform formulary. 


(8) In carrying out this subsection, the Secretary shall ensure that an eligible covered 
beneficiary may continue to receive coverage for any maintenance pharmaceutical that is not on 
the uniform formulary and that was prescribed for the beneficiary before October 5, 1999, and 
stabilized the medical condition of the beneficiary. 


(9)(A) Beginning on October 1, 2015, the pharmacy benefits program shall require 
eligible covered beneficiaries generally to refill non-generic prescription maintenance 
medications through military treatment facility pharmacies or the national mail-order pharmacy 
program. 


(B) The Secretary shall determine the maintenance medications subject to the 
requirement under subparagraph (A). The Secretary shall ensure that-- 


(i) such medications are generally available to eligible covered beneficiaries 
through retail pharmacies only for an initial filling of a 30-day or less supply; and 


(ii) any refills of such medications are obtained through a military treatment 
facility pharmacy or the national mail-order pharmacy program. 
(C) The Secretary may exempt the following prescription maintenance medications from 


the requirement of subparagraph (A): 
(i) Medications that are for acute care needs. 
(ii) Such other medications as the Secretary determines appropriate. 


(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF COMMITTEE.—(1) The Secretary of Defense shall, in consultation 
with the Secretaries of the military departments, establish a Pharmacy and Therapeutics 
Committee for the purpose of developing the uniform formulary of pharmaceutical agents 
required by subsection (a), reviewing such formulary on a periodic basis, and making additional 
recommendations regarding the formulary as the committee determines necessary and 
appropriate. The committee shall include representatives of pharmacies of the uniformed services 
facilities and representatives of providers in facilities of the uniformed services. Committee 
members shall have expertise in treating the medical needs of the populations served through 
such entities and in the range of pharmaceutical and biological medicines available for treating 
such populations. The committee shall function under procedures established by the Secretary 
under the regulations prescribed under subsection (h). 


(2) The committee shall meet at least quarterly and shall, during meetings, consider for 
inclusion on the uniform formulary under the standards established in subsection (a) any drugs 
newly approved by the Food and Drug Administration. 
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(c) ADVISORY PANEL.—(1) Concurrent with the establishment of the Pharmacy and 
Therapeutics Committee under subsection (b), the Secretary shall establish a Uniform Formulary 
Beneficiary Advisory Panel to review and comment on the development of the uniform 
formulary. The Secretary shall consider the comments of the panel before implementing the 
uniform formulary or implementing changes to the uniform formulary. 


(2) The Secretary shall determine the size and membership of the panel established under 
paragraph (1), which shall include members that represent— 


(A) nongovernmental organizations and associations that represent the views and 
interests of a large number of eligible covered beneficiaries; 


(B) contractors responsible for the TRICARE retail pharmacy program; 
(C) contractors responsible for the national mail-order pharmacy program; and 
(D) TRICARE network providers. 


(d) PROCEDURES.—(1) In the operation of the pharmacy benefits program under 
subsection (a), the Secretary of Defense shall assure through management and new contractual 
arrangements that financial resources are aligned such that the cost of prescriptions is borne by 
the organization that is financially responsible for the health care of the eligible covered 
beneficiary. 


(2) The Secretary shall use a modification to the bid price adjustment methodology in the 
managed care support contracts current as of October 5, 1999, to ensure equitable and timely 
reimbursement to the TRICARE managed care support contractors for pharmaceutical products 
delivered in the nonmilitary environments. The methodology shall take into account the "at-risk" 
nature of the contracts as well as managed care support contractor pharmacy costs attributable to 
changes to pharmacy service or formulary management at military medical treatment facilities, 
and other military activities and policies that affect costs of pharmacy benefits provided through 
the Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Services. The methodology shall also 
account for military treatment facility costs attributable to the delivery of pharmaceutical 
products in the military facility environment which were prescribed by a network provider. 


(e) PHARMACY DATA TRANSACTION SERVICE—The Secretary of Defense shall implement 
the use of the Pharmacy Data Transaction Service in all fixed facilities of the uniformed services 
under the jurisdiction of the Secretary, in the TRICARE retail pharmacy program, and in the 
national mail-order pharmacy program. 


(f) PROCUREMENT OF PHARMACEUTICALS BY TRICARE RETAIL PHARMACY PROGRAM.—
With respect to any prescription filled after January 28, 2008, the TRICARE retail pharmacy 
program shall be treated as an element of the Department of Defense for purposes of the 
procurement of drugs by Federal agencies under section 8126 of title 38 to the extent necessary 
to ensure that pharmaceuticals paid for by the Department of Defense that are provided by 
pharmacies under the program to eligible covered beneficiaries under this section are subject to 
the pricing standards in such section 8126. 


(g) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 
(1) The term "eligible covered beneficiary" means a covered beneficiary for 


whom eligibility to receive pharmacy benefits through the means described in subsection 
(a)(2)(E) is established under this chapter or another provision of law. 


(2) The term "pharmaceutical agent" means drugs, biological products, and 
medical devices under the regulatory authority of the Food and Drug Administration. 


(3) The term "over-the-counter drug" means a drug that is not subject to section 
503(b) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 353(b)). 
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(4) The term "prescription drug" means a drug that is subject to section 503(b) of 
the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 353(b)). 


(h) REGULATIONS.—The Secretary of Defense shall, after consultation with the 
other administering Secretaries, prescribe regulations to carry out this section.

Section-by-Section Analysis 


 
 This section builds on the TRICARE health plan improvements made by section 701 of 
the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017, which established TRICARE 
Select as a self-managed, preferred provider organization program and continued TRICARE 
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Prime as a managed care, health maintenance organization-like program.  Section 701 adopted a 
very reasonable set of beneficiary cost-sharing requirements but limited those to retiree 
beneficiaries whose initial affiliation with the uniformed services occurred on or after January 1, 
2018.  The result is a very complicated structure under which the Department will need to 
operate two separate TRICARE systems for many decades into the future.  Additionally, the 
budget impact of the lifetime exemption of all members and their families whose initial 
affiliation was before January 1, 2018, is very significant, depriving the Department of the ability 
to shift resources to requirements much more directly related to stronger national defense needs.  
  


This proposal would eliminate the lifetime grandfathering of all retiree beneficiaries 
whose initial military affiliation was before January 1, 2018, and establish for all beneficiaries 
the very reasonable cost sharing requirements Congress enacted in section 701 for some 
beneficiaries.  This proposal has no impact on active duty family members, disability retirees and 
their family members, survivors of members who died during active duty service, or TRICARE-
for-Life beneficiaries.  


 
In addition to removing the grandfathering provisions, this proposal would change the 


indexing by which future cost shares would inflate.  In subsequent years, cost shares would 
increase by the same percentage as the National Health Expenditures per capita rate rounded to 
the nearest dollar.  


 
Finally, retirees and their family members (other than those who are Medicare eligible) 


who have other health insurance may enroll in the TRICARE Second Payer Option with an 
enrollment fee of one-half of that for the Self-Managed Option.  Under this option, TRICARE 
will pay the standard deductible and copayment amounts under the beneficiary’s primary plan, 
not to exceed the amount TRICARE would have paid as primary payer to a non-network 
provider.

  (a) ESTABLISHMENT.—(1) Not later than January 1, 2018, the Secretary of Defense shall 
establish a self-managed, preferred-provider network option under the TRICARE program. Such 
option shall be known as "TRICARE Select". 
 
   (2) The Secretary shall establish TRICARE Select in all areas. Under TRICARE Select, 
eligible beneficiaries will not have restrictions on the freedom of choice of the beneficiary with 
respect to health care providers. 
  
  (b) ENROLLMENT ELIGIBILITY.—(1) The beneficiary categories for purposes of eligibility to 
enroll in TRICARE Select and cost-sharing requirements applicable to such category are as 
follows: 
      (A) An "active-duty family member" category that consists of beneficiaries who are covered 
by section 1079 of this title (as dependents of active duty members). 
      (B) A "retired" category that consists of beneficiaries covered by subsection (c) of section 
1086 of this title, other than Medicare-eligible beneficiaries described in subsection (d)(2) of 
such section. 
      (C) A "reserve and young adult" category that consists of beneficiaries who are covered by-- 
         (i) section 1076d of this title; 
         (ii) section 1076e; or 
         (iii) section 1110b. 
 
 (2) A covered beneficiary who elects to participate in TRICARE Select shall enroll in such 
option under section 1099 of this title. 
  
  (c) COST-SHARING REQUIREMENTS.—The cost-sharing requirements under TRICARE Select are 
as follows: 
 
   (1) With respect to beneficiaries in the active-duty family member category or the retired 
category by reason of being a member or former member of the uniformed services who 
originally enlists or is appointed in the uniformed services on or after January 1, 2018, or 
by reason of being a dependent of such a member , other than beneficiaries referred to in 
paragraph (2)(B), the cost-sharing requirements shall be calculated pursuant to subsection 
(d)(1). 
 
   (2) (A) Except as provided by subsection (e), with With respect to beneficiaries described in 
subparagraph (B) in the active-duty family member category or the retired category, the cost-
sharing requirements shall be calculated as if the beneficiary were enrolled in TRICARE Extra 
or TRICARE Standard as if TRICARE Extra or TRICARE Standard, as the case may be, 
were still being carried out by the Secretary Select as an active duty family member. 
      (B) Beneficiaries described in this subparagraph are beneficiaries who are eligible to enroll 
in the TRICARE program by reason of being a member or former member of the 
uniformed services who originally enlists or is appointed in the uniformed services before 
January 1, 2018, or by reason of being a dependent of such a the following beneficiaries:

   (2) Each dollar amount expressed as a fixed dollar amount in the table set forth in paragraph 
(1), and the amounts specified under paragraphs (1) and (2) of subsection (e), shall be annually 
indexed to the amount by which retired pay is increased under section 1401a of this title by 
the National Health Expenditures per capita rate established by the Secretary of Health and 
Human Services, rounded to the next lower multiple of $ 1. The remaining amount above such 
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multiple of $ 1 shall be carried over to, and accumulated with, the amount of the increase for the 
subsequent year or years and made when the aggregate amount of increases carried over under 
this clause for a year is $ 1 or more. 
 
   (3) Enrollment fees, deductible amounts, and catastrophic caps under this section are on a 
calendar-year basis. 
  
  (e) Exceptions to certain cost-sharing amounts for certain beneficiaries eligible prior to 
2018. 
   (1) Subject to paragraph (4), and in accordance with subsection (d)(2), the Secretary shall 
establish an annual enrollment fee for beneficiaries described in subsection (c)(2)(B) in the 
retired category who enroll in TRICARE Select (other than such beneficiaries covered by 
paragraph (3)). Such enrollment fee shall be $ 150 for an individual and $ 300 for a family. 
   (2) For the calendar year for which the Secretary first establishes the annual enrollment 
fee under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall adjust the catastrophic cap amount to be $ 
3,500 for beneficiaries described in subsection (c)(2)(B) in the retired category who are 
enrolled in TRICARE Select (other than such beneficiaries covered by paragraph (3)).

  (e) SPECIAL RULE FOR RETIREE CATEGORY BENEFICIARIES WITH OTHER HEALTH 
INSURANCE.—A beneficiary in the retired beneficiary category who enrolls in TRICARE 
Select and who is also covered by other health insurance (as described in section 1079(i)(1) of 
this title) shall pay an enrollment fee of one-half of the enrollment fee applicable to a retired 
category beneficiary under subsection (d).  For such beneficiaries, TRICARE shall pay the 
standard deductible and copayment amounts under the beneficiary’s primary plan, not to 
exceed the amount TRICARE would have paid as primary payer to a non-network provider

   (1) The terms "active-duty family member category", "retired category", and "reserve and 
young adult category" mean the respective categories of TRICARE Select enrollment described 
in subsection (b).

TRICARE-authorized civilian health care providers who have entered into a contract under this 
chapter with a contractor under the TRICARE program; and 
      (B) with respect to providers, civilian health care providers who have agreed to accept a pre-
negotiated rate as the total charge for services provided by the provider and to file claims for 
beneficiaries. 
 
   (3) The term "out-of-network" means, with respect to health care services, such services 
provided by TRICARE-authorized civilian providers who have not entered into a contract under 
this chapter with a contractor under the TRICARE program.

Section-by-Section Analysis 


 
As enacted, the modernized military retirement system, known as the Blended Retirement 
System (BRS), ceases providing government automatic and matching contributions into a 
members Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) account when the member completes 26 years of service.  
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This has the effect of providing a disincentive for staying in the uniformed services for the most 
experienced and capable members.  The proposal would repeal the requirement to cease 
providing government automatic and matching contributions at 26 years of service for enlisted 
members in the paygrades E-1 through E-9 only.  Instead, the proposal would allow the 
Secretary concerned to continue providing government automatic and matching contributions to 
enlisted members in the paygrades E-1 through E-9 until the member’s retirement.  The 
Department believes the ability to continue providing government TSP benefits is an essential 
element of the Services’ force management strategy, ensuring we keep the most experienced and 
capable senior enlisted members in uniform.   
  
Budget Implications:  There is no near-term budget impact from this proposal as active 
component (AC) members may only opt into the BRS if they have fewer than 12 years of 
service, meaning no AC members participating in the BRS will reach 26 years of service until 
approximately 2032.  Additionally, very few, if any, reserve component members who opt into 
the BRS will have enough years of service to possibly complete 26 total years of service during 
FY18-22.

Section-by-Section Analysis 
 


 Section 631 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 specified the 
timing of when members may make the election to enroll in the modernized retirement system 
(i.e., the Blended Retirement System).  Subsection (f)(2) of such section specified that non-
regular service members (i.e., members of the Reserve Component) who return to service 
following a break in service may make the election on the date of reentry into service.  This 
differed from the time period specified for all other exceptional cases, including a member who 
has a break in service and returns to active duty.  Regular component members returning to 
service after a break in service that occurs during the election period are granted up to 30 days to 
make the election to enroll if unable to do so during calendar year 2018.   
 


Subsequently, section 631 of the National Defense Authorization Act for 2017 specified 
the timing of the election for inactive reservists who transfer to an active status or active duty.  
Paragraph (4)(C)(v) of section 1409(b) of title 10, United States Code, states the inactive 
reservist may make the election to enroll in the Blended Retirement System “on or after the date 
on which such member is transferred from an inactive status to an active status or active duty; 
and not later than 30 days after such date or the end of such election period, whichever is later.’’. 


 
This proposal corrects subsection (f)(2) of section 12739 of title 10, United States Code, 


to ensure all members returning following a break in service or returning from the inactive 
reserves to an active status are afforded 30 days to make the election.
