"(b) With respect to Protocol I, it is the 
understanding of the Government of Israel 
that the use of plastics or similar materials 
for detonators or other weapon parts not de­
signed to cause injury is not prohibited. 

"(c) With respect to Protocol II it is the 
understanding of the Government of Israel 
that: 

"(i) Any obligation to record the location of 
remotely delivered mines pursuant to 
sub-paragraph I (a) of Article 5 refers to 
the location of mine fields and not to the 
location of individual remotely deliv­
ered mines; 

"(ii) The term pre-planned, as used in sub­
paragraph I (a) of Article 7 means that 
the position of the minefiled in ques­
tion should have been determined in ad­
vance so that an accurate record of the 
location of the minefield, when laid, can 
be made."
